Police Web Site and going to “Protect it” can proved you with a facility to register trailers. 
 
Take pictures of valuable items and record their identification numbers or register them on the National 
database “Immobilise.” If you have valuable mobile equipment consider having tracking devise fitted. 
 
New Non Emergency telephone number. 
 
For the benefit of anyone who has not seen our communications regarding contact numbers for non 
emergencies, this is 101 which should be used when a Police Officer is required but not as a matter of 
Urgency.  
 
In the case of a Real EMERGENCY always dial 999.
